
In-Line Valve Maintenance 
and Repair Certification
(March 19 to 23, 2017)

COURSE OUTLINE AND OBJECTIVES
This course will provide the participants with the knowledge necessary to understand and enhance their mechanical aptitude in the area of valve maintenance and repair.
The purpose of this course is to develop the participants’ working knowledge of various valves, as well as the different procedures and regulations associated with their maintenance and installation. Upon completion of this course, the participants will be equipped with the basic knowledge required to identify the various components of valves, their construction and repair.
The Valve Maintenance and Repair Certification Course will provide the background theory and practical training in the following two areas:

· The operating principles, design and function of the most common block-type valves.
· The operation, maintenance and trouble-shooting of hand - and power - operated lubrication equipment.
This course is a combination of theory and practical instruction although a majority of the course covers practical applications. The exercises and competency tests during the course will be directly related to actual work requirements of valve maintenance conditions. General course delivery includes:

· Lesson review, content and question and answer sessions led by a Certified Instructor.
· Course participants working on the various types of high-pressure sealant injection guns and pumps typically used in industry.

· All participants demonstrating their knowledge and skills to the instructor under either live or simulated conditions including valves under pressure.
Technicians in the petroleum industry are required to have a comprehensive technical knowledge of valve maintenance and repair.

Technicians who participate in this training program will be better equipped to repair and maintain these components, as well as increase their knowledge within a maintenance team.  This course will certainly increase the safe and efficient productivity of the mechanical systems.  With further on-job training and experience, each technician will be able to attend more advanced training, thereby enhancing their maintenance team’s capabilities and knowledge. 

WHO CAN ATTEND
This course is mainly targeted to mechanical technicians working in the field and engineers who wish to become certified as Valve Proficiently technicians.
The course can also be applicable to employees working with equipment procurement, storage, and job planning as well as immediate supervisors to the working technicians.

COURSE FORMAT AND INSTRUCTORS
Each participant will receive on the first lecture a coherent volume of all lecture notes, exclusively prepared for this course.  The materials will be presented in a sequential flow (step-by-step) of coordinated lectures and workshops. The language of instruction will be English. The classes will be held from Sunday to Thursday (February 19 to 23, 2017) daily from 8:15 am to 4:45 pm in Building 54 (Exhibition Building) at KFUPM, with breaks for refreshments, lunch and prayers.
Distinguished experts and qualified faculty, who have long-term experience in valve assessment and repair programs, will deliver all the lectures in the course in addition to the workshops.

CERTIFICATE, FEE AND APPLICATION
Each participant attending the course will receive an official certificate from King Fahd University of Petroleum and Minerals on the last day of the course. The course fee is         SR 8,000 ($ 2,200) per participant. The fee covers the course materials, refreshments, daily lunch at the KFUPM faculty cafeteria, a luncheon banquet; and free on-campus parking. The course does not include boarding and lodging. 
The course fees should be paid in advance by a certified cheque payable to King Fahd University of Petroleum and Minerals.
